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To all interested in Living Movement!
The coming year 2008/2009 Foundation 1 of the Living Movement training will emphasise even stronger the performance practice.
There will be 2 performance projects, one after Christmas and one after Easter. The practicum with children and adolescents will take place in the sum​mer.

The first term of the Living Movement training starts the 25th of august 2008 with Play/Improvisation/Devising with Philip Beaven, followed by a block: Introduction to Living Mo​vement/ movement fantasy/countermovement with Hans Fors. Then Marianne Kleiser-Fors continues with a block: rhythm/music in movement/Feldenkrais, and Ernst Reepmaker will round the term off with a playful introduction into eurythmic movement qualities of speech and improvisation. Throughout all the epochs intensive Living Movement Body Work will take place led by Brigitte Reepmaker. This kind of body work is a combination of Franklin® method, Spiraldynamik exercises and Eurythmy exercises. 

The performance project after Christmas and a small tour will be directed by Ernst Reepmaker. After midterm until Easter Brigitte Reepmaker will teach an epoch Singing Hands - music Eurythmy elements and music Living Move​ment qualities. The performance project after Easter will be directed either by Hans Fors or Philip Beaven. The summer term will end in the beginning of June 2009.

The Living Movement training curriculum also includes contact improvisation and singing taught by guest teachers throughout 2 terms. Seminars, speech, and rod whirling techniques are also taught by guest teachers in shorter blocks.

In the second year - Foundation 2 - the emphasis is on the further devel​opment of the individual movement skills and solo work, the summer practi​cum is in a cultural institution.

After 2 years training Foundation 1 and Foundation 2 the students will be will receive the certificate: Practitioners of Living Movement.

After 2 more years of training Advanced 1 and Advanced 2 the students can qualify with a BA in Living movement and the title of “Living Movement Artist”.
